Big Sur Half Marathon ON Monterey Bay, November 15th, 2009
Course Routes, Street Closures/Access, Parking, and Other Restrictions
(All times are for Sunday, November 15th, 2009)
Course Routes:
Big Sur Half Marathon on Monterey Bay will start and finish near downtown Monterey.  The Monterey portion of the course is as follows:
The out and back course begins on Del Monte near Figueroa Street and heads east on Del Monte Avenue along the Window on the Bay. Runners turn right on Camino Aguajito and then make the next right onto Pearl Street. Runners stay on Pearl until Alvarado where they turn right. At Franklin Street, runners turn right again and then left on Washington, left on Del Monte and pass through the Custom House Tunnel. After emerging from the tunnel, runners veer right onto Foam Street. They take Foam to Drake and turn right again and then left onto Cannery Row. They run the length of Cannery Row and then turn right on Ocean View Blvd. in Pacific Grove.  At Fountain Avenue runners turn left and proceed to Lighthouse Avenue in downtown Pacific Grove where they turn right.  They take another right at the Pacific Grove Post Office onto Central Avenue. At 17th Street runners turn left and continue down to Ocean View Blvd. and Lover’s Point.  The next six miles are run next to the Monterey Bay.  Oceanview becomes Sunset Drive just past Asilomar Blvd. Runners will make the turnaround at Asilomar Beach. They will return to Lover's Point the same way (but in the ocean side lane) and then get on the Recreation Trail. Runners take the Rec Trail back to Cannery Row where they will again run down the Row to Drake. At Drake runners get on the Rec Trail again and take it to the finish at Custom House Plaza.
Parking Restrictions:
The entire Half Marathon course will be posted, “No Parking – Tow Away”, 2:00 a.m. – 10:30 a.m. on Sunday, November 15th, 2009.”  Other parking restrictions will also be in effect in the Downtown and Cannery Row areas.  All “No Parking” areas will be posted a minimum of 48 hours in advance.  All vehicles left standing in a “No Parking” zone will be towed at the owner’s expense (Monterey Police Department, 646-3830.)
Street Closures: 
On the morning of Sunday, November 15th, beginning at approximately 4:00 a.m., many City streets and the Coastal Trail will be closed to facilitate the race-related events.  Below is a list of the streets and the approximate times during which they will remain closed.  The Half Marathon begins at 7:05 a.m., starting at Del Monte near Figueroa. Expect delays throughout the day from 4:00 a.m. – 10:30 a.m.
The southbound Highway 1, Del Monte and Casa Verde exits will be closed from 5:00 – 8:00 a.m.
The east and westbound lanes of Del Monte from Figueroa to El Estero will be closed from 4:00 – 8:00 a.m. Lighthouse Avenue and the Pacific Street connector southbound (from New Monterey to Downtown Monterey) will remain open all day.
The westbound lanes of Del Monte from Figueroa to the Custom House Tunnel (from Downtown Monterey toward Pacific Grove) will be closed from 6:00 – 8:00 am.  During this time, access to New Monterey and Pacific Grove will be via Highway 1 and Holman Highway (68) ONLY.

From approximately 5:00 – 8:00 a.m., the following streets will be closed in the Downtown Monterey area (see limited access restrictions below):

Adams from Bonifacio to Pearl
Alma from Abrego to Figueroa
Tyler from Munras to Del Monte
Southbound Lanes of Lighthouse (toward Downtown) from Pacific to Washington, including the Tunnel

Wave from Prescott to Eardley
David from Lighthouse to Cannery Row
Irving from Foam to Wave
From approximately 6:00 – 8:00 am, the following additional streets will be closed in the Downtown Monterey area:
Del Monte from Sloat to Camino Aguajito
Washington/Abrego from Del Monte to Webster
Camino Aguajito from Del Monte to Fourth Street
Figueroa from Del Monte to Wharf #2 (including Waterfront Parking Lots)
Del Monte from Aguajito to Washington
Westbound lanes of Del Monte (toward New Monterey/Pacific Grove) from Washington to Reeside, including the Tunnel 
Pacific from Scott to Lighthouse Curve
Foam from Lighthouse to Drake

All City of Monterey streets and the Coastal Trail will be open by 10:45 A.M.

Limited Access Restrictions – Area bordered by Aguajito, Del Monte, Pearl, and Alvarado


Between 5:00 – 6:00 a.m. - Drivers will be allowed ingress (into the area) at Abrego and Fremont.


Between 5:00 – 6:30 a.m. - Drivers will be allowed egress (out of the area) at Del Monte and Figueroa 


Between 6:00 – 7:30 a.m. - NO vehicle ingress will be permitted


Between 6:30 – 7:30 a.m. - NO vehicle egress will be permitted
