AND RELATED EVENTS Saturday, November 14 and Sunday, November 15  

PARKING

  SATURDAY

· On Saturday, November 14, no parking on Ocean View Blvd. from Eardley to Sea Palm from 6 to 10 a.m.

SUNDAY

· No parking on the entire portion of the waterfront on Sunday, November 15 from 6 a.m. to 10 a.m. This includes both sides of the street on Ocean View Blvd. and Sunset Drive from Eardley Avenue to Asilomar.

· No parking on the westbound side of Lighthouse Ave. between Fountain and Congress, on either side of the street on Fountain Avenue and 17th Street from Ocean View to Lighthouse, and on Central Ave. from Congress to 17th Street from 4 a.m. to 9 a.m.

STREET ACCESS

       SATURDAY 

· During the course of the event from approximately 8 to 9:30 am, Ocean View Blvd from Eardley to Sea Palm will be closed. Residents on one-way streets will be allowed to drive against the stated direction in order to exit the area.
  SUNDAY

· During the course of the event, from approximately 7 a.m.-10 a.m. on Sunday, November 15th, the road will be closed in both traffic directions on the waterfront on Ocean View Blvd. and Sunset Drive from Eardley to to Sunset Drive near the Fishwife.  Limited access will be provided for residents with a vehicle pass and Official Vehicles only.  

· Between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 8:30 a.m., residents and visitors between Fountain and 16th from Ocean View to Lighthouse Avenue, will be allowed to exit the area in one location only.  The exit area is located at the intersection of Central Avenue and Fountain Avenue (by the Library).  NOTE: 17th St. residents will have only pedestrian access in and out between these hours.
· Between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 8:30 a.m., residents on 18th, 19th and Caledonia Streets between Jewell and Central Avenues will need to exit via Union or Jewell and leave the area on Pacific Ave.  Residents on one-way streets will be allowed to drive against the stated direction in order to exit the area.
· Residents or businesses in the affected ocean front areas may request a special vehicle pass by contacting Big Sur Marathon at 625-6226 prior to Thursday, November 12th.

MERMAID ST. RESIDENTS, BORGS AND LATTITUDES INFORMATION

During the course of the event, from approximately 6:00 a.m. to 10 a.m., Sunday, November 15th, traffic flow on 17th Street from Ocean View to Mermaid Avenue will be restricted to vehicles wishing to visit Latitudes, Lovers Point Inn, Borgs Inn or residents of Mermaid Avenue.  A Pacific Grove Police Department officer will be assigned to the intersection of Ocean View Blvd., Jewell Avenue, and 17th Street to assure access is maintained to the motels.

SUNSET DRIVE AND ASILOMAR AREA RESIDENTS INFORMATION

During the course of the event, from approximately 6:00 a.m.-10 a.m. on Sunday, November 15th, traffic flow on Sunset Drive below Asilomar Blvd will be restricted to vehicles wishing to visit the Beachcomber Inn and Asilomar Conference Grounds.  A Pacific Grove Police Department officer will be assigned to the intersection of Sunset and Asilomar Blvd to assure access is maintained to the motel and conference grounds.  Residents who live on Sunset Drive between Asilomar Blvd. and Lighthouse can access their homes from either Lighthouse, Jewell Avenue, Arena or Pico.  There will be personnel stationed at those intersections to allow access to those with a resident Vehicle pass.  Thank you in advance for your patience as the roadway is cleared of runners so you and your car can proceed safely.
